Assignment title: Open call for an Expert on Agriculture - Development of the Climate Action Plan’s
sectoral Chapter (15-20 pp)
Language: Georgian

Assignment duration: 20.09.2019 - 17.02.2020

Objective of the assignment

The assignment is to develop Climate Action Plan’s Agriculture Chapter (to provide technical support on the
development of the long-term pathway options for the Agriculture sector, in cooperation with the respective line
ministries, agencies and municipalities and other stakeholders) as well as to support the preparation and validation
of the PROSPECTS+ model reference scenario for the bottom up emissions calculation in Georgia’s agriculture
sector. More precisely, expert will provide the requested sectoral data and validate the outcomes. Expert will develop
Climate Action Plan (CAP) Agriculture sector chapter zero and final versions.

PROSPECTS+ (Policy-Related Overall and Sectoral Projections of Emission Curves and Time Series) is a tool for
emissions calculations (Historical bottom-up estimations of sectoral emissions as well as Future pathway calculations

of sectoral emissions).

Background

Georgia ratified the Paris Agreement in 2017. Correspondingly, Ministry of Environmental Protection and
Agriculture of Georgia (MEPA) has officially commenced its Nationally Determined Contribution (NDC) update
based on the UNFCCC COP decision # 1/CP21 para 24. In parallel, MEPA is elaborating Georgia’s first 2021-2030
Climate Action Plan (CAP). The comprehensive CAP aims to provide a plan for the implementation of the updated
NDC. MEPA uses participatory approaches in both cases NDC update as well as CAP development.

CAP sectors: Transport, Energy generation and transmission, Waste Management, Agriculture, Industry, Buildings,
Forestry. In accordance to this, national sectoral experts are recruited to develop sectoral chapters of CAP according
to the CAP template. It is expected that the involvement of the national experts will ensure all relevant sectoral data,
aspects, development directions, strategies and plans, projects to be fully reflected in CAP. National experts will
closely work with the Climate Change Division (CCD) of MEPA. Throughout the process all experts shall ensure
that the CCD drives the policy planning process and has an ownership of its outcomes.

Within the framework of the International Climate Initiative (IKI), the German Government commissioned GIZ to
implement the program “Capacity Development for Climate Policy in the Countries of South East, Eastern Europe,
the South Caucasus and Central Asia, Phase III” (CDCPIII). In Georgia, CDCPIII aims to support Government of

Georgia to implement its national commitments for the implementation of the Paris Agreement.
